The main aim of the workshop will be to identify monitoring related research needs in the field of climate change and air pollution effects on forest ecosystems. A guiding question should be “What are the information and data needs in 5- 10 years from now?”

The meeting will be an important platform to bring together the monitoring community with scientists not directly involved in forest monitoring. The workshop will not be an ICP Forests event.

The general items will be tackled in the plenary sessions. Specific items and in depth discussions are foreseen for the parallel sessions. Rapporteurs will be responsible for short written contributions that can be the basis for the workshop report.

4. Abstract submission and selection of speakers

Potential speakers will be approached directly by the session chairs. At the same time an open call for abstracts/presentations will be launched. The session chairs will take the responsibility for approaching the speakers of the respective sessions.
A webpage has already been created under www.costforest2008.org. Submission of abstracts will only be possible electronically per file upload. Authors will need to assign a thematic area to their abstract (climate change, ozone, critical load/depo). Based on these thematic areas the abstracts will be distributed to the respective Steering Committee Members for selection and consideration. Also key note speakers will be asked for a short abstract in order to enable the production of an abstract booklet to be distributed at the conference.
5. Products of the workshop

b. Report of the workshop will be printed shortly after workshop (25 – 30 pages). It will include
1-2 pages Executive Summary 
3-4 pages main findings for each session
